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The Academia del Exito Empresarial is a fully Spanish-
language course that teaches the fundamentals of owning
and running a business. Since 2023, over 100 students have
completed the program across 7 cohorts, many of whom
have gone on to start their own businesses.

Through Joliet LEDA’s Business Assistance Program (LBAP)
and support from the Midland States Bank Foundation, over
40 students have participated in the ServSafe Manager
Certification course in Spanish, with 33 earning their
certification at a discounted cost.

Since 2022, LEDA has reached 400+ individuals in the city of
Joliet with technical Assistance through the LEDA Business
Assistance Program. With over 55% being women participants.

Since 2021, LEDA’s Technical Assistance Programs have
helped 15 small businesses collectively secure over
